Winter Specials
Our  Pre/Post Holiday Package

begins December 1st and is available
Sunday through Thursday until
December 18th. This is the first time we have had a
package that includes both meals and lodging. A two
night stay, two one-course lunches, and two three-course
dinners for two is only $550.00. The package price does
not include taxes, gratuities, or alcoholic beverages.

The Inaguration Sale gives you the chance to get
away from the crowd and stay for free. Make a reservation
for January 20th and pair it with the 19th or the 21st
and you will stay free on Inauguration Day. That’s a
good reason to get out of town! Children, pets, additional
adults are extra.
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Sweet Simplicity
Since the Lodge has opened we have utilized a package system that uses the

number of nights in a stay to determine the rate. We
have found over the years that while once you learn the
rate structure it is easy to remember, it can be confusing
to new guests, new employees, and even our new
reservation system. At the same time, as we all know,
the cost of doing business has been increasing for
everyone. All of these considerations have led the Lodge
to a new rate structure.

After hours and hours of meetings filled with
discussions, we decided to take two pieces of advice from
several of our guests. The first change is the move to a
per night rate system instead of the package system.
The per night rate system is the most commonly used
system for hotels and resorts and makes calculating therate for a
stay a simple operation.

The second recommendation we adopted is a tiered rate for the cabins. We
have taken the most
requested and most
popular cabins and
raised the rate for those
cabins by ten or twenty
dollars a night while
leaving eight of our
cabins at the standard
rate. This allows us to
adapt to rising costs
while still providing the
affordable every now
and then getaway to our
guests.

Beginning January 1, 2009 our per night rate structure will be:

Our pet rate will not change from
the current rate  of $25.00 per night.
We will be offering discounts to our
guests that make reservations of 3 days
or more. Peak season rates will still apply
during the following dates: September
25 – November 2, November 25-29,
and December 23 – January 3.

Since we are so keen on being green everyone is
always on the lookout for new ideas or applications we can use. Check out some of
the things that we do around the Lodge to keep green a daily routine.

Bright Idea

CFL, compact florescent lamp,
bulbs are popping up all over the Lodge.
This innovative light
solution uses almost 80%
less energy than its
predecessor and less
energy means less money
out of your pocket. Did
you know that roughly
90% of the engery used
by an incandescent lamp
is expelled as heat. That
means that 90% of the
money you use to power
your light bulb isn’t providing you light.
Seems like a great reason to make the
switch at your house.

Did You Blackle It?

If you are always googling
something, try “blackling” this time.
Blackle.com, a website powered by
Google, is an energy saving search
engine. The philosophy of this site
really is every little bit helps. It plays
on the idea that a small change, just
the words we type into our internet
navigation bar, can help conserve
energy. The energy saving site
accomplishes this by replacing the
energy consuming white screen with a
highly energy efficient black screen.
Even though the energy saving is small
per person, adding it all up can have a
major impact.

Reducing Waste

We are always looking for ways to reduce our waste. One of the easiest
places to do that is the restaurant. Our styrofoam to-go containers are being
replaced by ones that are biodegradable. These containers are made from waste
fiber of sugar cane and reed grass. Our straws will be coming from the same
company but made from a corn starch compound. It has many of the same
qualities of plastic but is completly biodegradable.

Recycling is now even easier when you stay at the Lodge. Our Recycling
Bucket program is based on the Reduce, Reuse/Repurpose, and Recycle mandate
of conservation. These collection containers are located in every cabin. We are
using buckets that would normally be thrown away as our collection containers.
This repurposed bucket is no longer destined for the landfill and will enjoy a
long life encouraging our guests to eliminate even more waste.

The Great Allegheny Passage
The Great Allegheny Passage Bike Trail is one of the best possible ways to

experience our pristine, natural environment. The trail, with its breathtaking vistas,
fresh air, striking tunnels, and native plants and animals, has been the highlight
of many people’s visit to the mountains of
Maryland and no one can bring this experience
to you like Savage River Lodge. We offer a
multitude of services including shuttles and
rentals, the Half GAP Package and, our shorter
GAP Trek.

Make a reservation for the Half GAP
Package this spring and you will set out on a
great adventure. It is a two day package that
allows you to cover 70 miles of the Great
Allegany Passage from Ohiopyle, PA to
Cumberland, MD. The package for two
includes  shuttle services to and from the trail,
lunches, snacks, and water bottles. The package
pairs perfectly with a massage at the end of
your first day of biking.

For those of you not looking for such
an extensive agenda, our GAP Trek is just what
you need. It is a 16 mile section of the GAP
Trail beginning with a drop off in Meyersdale, PA and pick up in Frostburg, MD.
You can bring your own bikes or leave them at home and rent them from the
Lodge.

If you are just the avid biker looking for a stop along your way, give us a
call and make a reservation. We can arrange for a shuttle from the trail to the
Lodge when you want to call it a day, and then take you right back in the morning
after you have had that relaxing, deep sleep with us.
